Steps For AV Checkout
CCCC faculty and staff may checkout audiovisual (AV)  
equipment through the Computer Information Technology (IT).

1. From CCCC Intranet, Login and under helpful files by  
dept. go to the IT menu. select  “Instruction Technology 
check out form” (Google form) Please include the AV  
equipment needed, your campus, date of pickup and return.

2. The checkout form will be received by IT they will  
confirm your request or follow-up as needed.

3. Visit Budd Hall, IT Department to pick up your equipment 
on the designated date and time.If you need AV equipment 
transported to other campuses via courier, please send an 
email to the Copy Center (copycenter@cccc.edu) so a  
pickup can be scheduled. it will arrive at your campus on  
the agreed upon date.

4. Faculty and staff are responsible for the timely return  
of all AV equipment in the same condition as received.  
Please notify Ed Warner at 919-718-7084 if there are  
any issues with the AV equipment.

5. Training by request on any equipment.
