Instructions
Medical Math is a Hybrid course with Synchronous Online Class Meetings. This means that you will have to be in class (on the computer or phone app) on a specific day and time each week.  Online computer class times are the same as coming into a classroom and sitting in the seat, the only difference here is that you are allowed to sit anywhere and be in class. 
Attendance for Synchronous Online class meetings is taken the same as classroom class meetings.  You will be counted present, late, absent, etc. I am able to see the exact time you enter and leave the room and your attendance will be recorded according to this class meeting report.  
This class is approved for 15 points on the RN and LPN entrance rating sheets. Students must complete the class with an 80 (B) to pass the class. 

Please read the class instructions listed below to assure that you are ready to attend the synchronous online classes.

1. The first Synchronous class will be on the first Monday the class starts. Times may vary so look at your course listing for the specific time of each meeting.
2. You will enter Collaborate to join class meetings. I have installed a Collaborate button in Blackboard so that when you log into the class and look on the left-hand side of the screen you will see a list of buttons and Collaborate will be there. Click on this button and it will take you to the Collaborate classroom.
3. Plan to be on time for each class meeting. You can enter the room up to 15 minutes early. 
4. Be prepared for each class meeting. You will be participating in each class.

5. Assess your Blackboard course through a Firefox browser (free download). Make sure Firefox is current with all updates.

6. Computer Requirements: A Mac or PC with Windows 7 or higher and the Blackboard app on a phone, Ipad or Tablet can all be used to access the classroom. The Blackboard app is a free download. It can be found on the Distance Education page on our website.

7. You are strongly encouraged to have a webcam and a microphone in order to successfully participate in this class.  If you do not have access to a webcam and microphone you can use the chat in the room to ask questions and participate in class, it will just be a little more cumbersome for you to actively participate.
8. All weekly sessions will be recorded so that you can replay them if needed.
